How to Read Annex 2: 

1. A bit is comprised of a mouthpiece and a cheekpiece. 

 

 
 

2. Annex 2 is a matrix of bits, that are and are not allowed in Pony Club WA. The Precis in Section 5 use a similar style of matrix table. 

3. To determine if a bit is permitted, look at the cheekpiece of YOUR bit.  

4. Go to Annex 2 and find for YOUR MATCHING cheekpiece in the far LEFT column with the GREEN header “Cheekpieces”. Cheekpieces are 

listed from simple down to the more complex styles in Annex 2.  

5. Found your Cheekpiece? Good. Next step. 

6. Now look for YOUR MATCHING mouthpiece along the RIGHT columns with the YELLOW header “Mouthpieces”. You may not find your 

matching mouthpiece on the first page – so turn to the second and third page showing mouthpiece options. 

7. Found your Mouthpiece, with your Cheekpiece? Good. Next step. 

8. The junction of your CHEEKPIECE and MOUTHPIECE is a box with text in it, this says where the bit is and is not permitted. 

 

Section 1 and this Annex outlines ONLY the rules for where a bit is and is not permitted in Pony Club WA. 

Section 2 of this Manual offers descriptions of Snaffles, Gags and Curb bits and other general information about bits, measurement, use and 

fit. 

 

The amount of new bits coming onto the market is constant, so is Pony Club WA’s understanding of bits and their modern use.  Bits that 

have been discussed, examined and tested are mentioned in this Manual and Rules.
