• Have signed the PC “Coaches Code of Ethics 
Agreement Form” 
 

• Complete the online PC NCAS Level 1 theory 
assessment 

• Forward completed application and 
recommendation form to PCWA State Coaching 
Panel for tabling at a meeting for ratification. 

 

• Be practically assessed – 4 lessons; Flatwork, 
Jumping, On the ground, Horse Management as 
per accreditation outline 

• PCWA will process Accreditation and invoice Coach 
an Administration Fee of $15 

• Pay Coach Assessors Fees
